The Sociology Minor begins with an overview of sociology — an introduction to how we might go about applying the
sociological imaginationto a wide range of aspects of contemporary social arrangements, and includes a focus on core
sociological concepts: how aspects of public order and ‘the normal’ are social phenomena, how one’s identities are forged

in a social context, and how power is exercised by the way everyday life is structured in space and through the way we
come to 'know' the world.

The Aboriginal Yulendj (Knowledge) and Community minor will be available for students enrolled in VU undergraduate
programs and itwill use Moondani Balluk (embrace people) units indecolonial and postmodern theories to consider a
range of complex topics concerning personal and national identity in a changing global world. In this minor, students will
explore, analyse and deconstruct their own disciplinary andlived perspectives as well as explore, reflect and understand
the impacts and outcomes of colonisation for Aboriginal individuals, families and communities in South East Australia.
Topics to be explored include history, human rights, traditional owners, sovereignty, governance and societal structures,
coloniality and systems of power and community ethics.
